Adult Touring Fees:
The following fees give a clear sense of what it costs to have this work available.  Over the years it has been our experience that there are often a number of “mitigating” or “aggravating” factors when deciding costs:  the venue is outdoors and we must provide our own sound support, the travel is extraordinary, the engagement is being undertaken by a particularly small venue or emerging producer.  It is our wish to serve whenever possible, and we will make every effort to accommodate your needs.  Bill George, as part of Touchstone Theatre participates in Penn PAT.  Touring fees may be eligible for up to 40% support.    
Walden  and  The Kingfisher’s Wing
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are $2,500 for a single performance (with musician), $5,000 for a one week residency including up to nine services (mini-performances, promotional events, workshops, classes, etc).

Walden is available in a 45 minute one-act that is excellent for schools or non-theatrical venues.  Performing without special lighting or accompanying musician.  $500.  Discounts for multiple booking.

is $450 for a single performance.  Discounts for multiple booking.
Fees do not include extraordinary travel (outside a 50 mile radius from Bethlehem) or housing and per/diem costs.

One-hour workshops on pantomime, improvisation, playwriting, or other theatre skills can be arranged and are $125 apiece if accompanying a single performance and are for not more than 25 people. Multiple workshops also will lead to comparable discounts.  All performances can be followed by a fifteen to twenty minute talk-back –at no expense- if the presenter so desires.
